2e SALE OF PERISHABLE PROPERTY: Seized proeprty which is perish-
able may be sold before trial under the order ofss military court or an
officer of the Military Government, The proceeds of the sale must be
brought into court.

s . DISPOSITION: At the termination of the trisl, the court will
order the disposition of the property or the funds resulting from the
sale of the property by (a) restoration to the owmer or (b) make such
other proper order as may be required, and incorporate such order in the
record of the case. :
