E - Public Health and Sanitation
1. Hospital and Inpatient Care

a. There were 3 patients admitted to the Station Hospital
tubercular section for diagnostic studies, evaluation and treatment. Three
patients were discharged from this section, including one discharged dead.

As of 31 May 1960, 30 tuberculer petients were being hospitalized for treatmort
This comprises 48% of the inpatient load.

b. The average daily census was 63. There were 37 births and
2 deaths. There were 92 admissions and 93 discharges from the sick list.
Three patients were transferred to the U, S. Navel Hospital, Guam, Mariana
Islands. The causes of the 2 deaths are as follows:

B « Internal Lffeirs
1. Economic Development
a. Lgriculture

The increased demand for citrus fruits during the last season
has developed an interest by local farmers in planting more citrus trees. The
Department of Agriculture assistcd interested farmers in the procurement of
109 citrus trees, and ordered OO more for delivery next rwnth. The trees are
equally divided amon; orange, lemon, lime, grapefruit and tangerine.

The 24 agricultural homesteads started on Tinian in January
were inspected for the first time. £11 bubt one were being developed according
to the plan agreed upon by the homesteader and District Agriculturist,

The vegetable producers of Tinian and Saipan were contacted
for planting data so a forecast could be made of the produce that will shipped
in é.ugus’b-
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There has been sufficient rainfall during the past month te
encourage land clearing end planting. The bulldozers of the Municipalities
of Saipan and Tinian are being used to clear farm land, The produce amounts
will increase during the next three months. One hundred pounds of vegetable
seed was received by one of the local merchents for resale to farmers.
